
INTRODUCTION TO  

CARRIAGE DRIVING LESSONS 

 
 
Our lessons are very flexible and can cover any subjects that you require:- harness & vehicle 

selection & maintenance, stable management, competition, 
breaking your pony to harness, etc... Lessons are private, one-to-
one, although we can accommodate couples and families if 
required. 
 
 
Our Introduction to Carriage Driving lessons cover harness & how 
to put it on the horse & fit correctly, how to put to the vehicle safely, 
an off road drive in which you can have a go yourself, how to 
unhitch, unharness & care for your horse after a drive.  During the 
drive we can discuss the different choices in vehicle and activities.  

The minimum duration for the first lesson is 3 hours ( this allows us to have a full hour driving ), after 
the first lesson the harnessing up, etc. is quicker so you can have a longer drive.  The cost is just 
£30 per hour for one or £25 per person per hour for 2 people. 
 
An all day lesson is available which includes a picnic. This enables you to cover the harnessing up, 
etc.. twice and several hours of driving.  Non driving friends and family can come along as a 
passenger and enjoy the drive through the forest   
 
We usually start novices with Tina, our 16hh mare, as she is very quiet and sensible and will ignore 
you if you tell her to do something silly!  As you gain confidence we will then progress onto other 
horses 
 
 

 
Whether you want to take up driving and own your own turnout or just fancy 
trying something different we can provide a course or one off lesson to suit 
you. 
 
We only hold courses on Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday except by 
special arrangement.  Early booking is highly recommended

with a voucher made out for either - hours of lessons, all day, etc... so they 

won't know how much you spent!  When they would like to come they can just ring us to arrange a

Our short courses are very flexible and can be designed around your own requirements.  
To simplify things we have designed 2 packages but you are welcome to add more days, stay more 
nights, have a day off to explore mid week, etc..   
 
All our courses are private to allow you to get the most from your lessons and the maximum amount 
of practical driving time however we will take up to 2 people at a time. When there are 2 of you, 
driving time will have to be shared although those not driving will be present as a passenger so can 
still enjoy the experience.
